Hutton could kiss you, you might run as fast as Jeremy Thatcher did the day he stumbled into Mr. Elives’s
Magic Shop. And if you stumbled into that strange shop, you too might be asked to make a choice. What
would you buy? The Chinese rings? The Skull of Truth? Or the dragon’s egg? And if you did buy the
dragon’s egg, what would you do when you found out you were supposed to hatch it? (79 copies /
support materials) CURRICULUM RECOMMENDED: Suggested Use: English Language Arts Grade
6; Imaginative and Literary Context.

Her only friend is a bag lady
whom she meets from time to time in a nearby park. When Khyber is accused of vandalizing school property,
she seeks out the elusive bag lady to testify to her innocence.

Man who ran faster than anyone: Jack Batten Gr. 6 c2002

the story of Tom Longboat

Summary: Tom Longboat was a hero. A member of the Onondaga Nation, he was born on the Six Nations
reserve in Oshwegen, near Brantford, Ontario. Despite poverty, poor training, and prejudice, Longboat went
on to become one of the world’s best runners. In 1907, at the height of his fame, he won the Boston
Marathon and ran in the 1908 Olympic Marathon. Longboat was one of the best-known people of his day,
and certainly the most prominent member of the Six Nations. Throughout his career he had to race against
opponents, as well as rumors of illegal running activities. Nevertheless, he maintained his dignity, and his
achievements still inspire people who understand the great pleasure of running, and running fast. (20
copies) CURRICULUM RECOMMENDED: Suggested Use: English Language Arts Grade 6; Social,
Cultural, and Historical Context.

Maniac Magee Spinelli, Jerry Gr. 6 c1990

Prairie fire Bill Freeman Gr. 6 c1998

challenges facing a widow and her young children as they struggle against natural forces such as prairie fires.
By illustrating the divergent viewpoints of characters in the novel, this book also personalizes the conflicting
concerns of homesteading and Metis families immediately following the Red River Resistance. (48 copies)
CURRICULUM RECOMMENDED: Suggested Use: English Language Arts Grade 6; Personal and
Philosophical Context & Social, Cultural, and Historical Context.

Rosie in New York City: Gotcha Carol Matas Gr. 6 c2003
Summary: At age eleven, Rosie Lepidus's main concerns are winning ring-a-levio, going to school, and
staying out of trouble. But when Mama falls ill with pneumonia and Papa throws all the family's savings into
the nickelodeon business, the burden of caring for her family falls on Rosie's shoulders. Tall for her age,
Rosie is able to pass for sixteen and take Mama's place sewing sleeves at a shirtwaist factory. Her family
needs the money. But working conditions are horrible and the factory boss is incredibly strict. The girls are
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fined for nearly everything -- even talking or humming! Within days of starting work, Rosie hears the buzz
about a huge strike of twenty thousand shirtwaist workers. It's the strike that Mama's been working toward
for ages: a huge push for change in the workplace. Rosie wants to join in, but as the streets become more
dangerous, Papa asks his daughter to return to school.

Summary: Hospitalized with the dreaded atom bomb disease, leukemia, a child in Hiroshima races against
time to fold one thousand paper cranes to verify the legend that by doing so a sick person will become
healthy. (60 copies/support material)

Touching Spirit Bear Mikaelsen, Ben Gr. 6-9 c2001
Summary: After his anger erupts into violence, Cole, in order to avoid going to prison, agrees to participate
in a sentencing alternative based on the native American Circle Justice, and he is sent to a remote Alaskan
Island where an encounter with a huge Spirit Bear. (40 copies & support)

Underground to Canada Barbara Smucker Gr. 6 ¢1977

Summary: Taken away from her mother by a ruthless slave trader, all Julilly has left is the dream of
freedom. Every day that she spends huddled in the trader’s cart traveling south, or working on the brutal
new plantation, she thinks about the land where it is possible to be free, a land she and her friend Liza may
reach some day. So when workers from the “underground railway” offer to help the two girls, they are
ready. But the slave catchers and their dogs will soon be after them. (125 copies/support material)

View from Saturday, The Konigsburg, E. L. Gr. 6 c1996

Winter poems Rogasky, Barbara Gr. 4-6 c1994

Summary: A collection of winter poems ranging from late fall to early spring, by such authors as
Shakespeare, Edgar Allan Poe, and Wallace Stevens. (15 copies)

Summary: An illustrated retelling of the Czech opera in which a brother and sister find a way to outwit the

Finding Sophie Irene Watts Gr. 6-9 2002
Summary: At the end of World War II in 1945, fourteen-year-old Sophie, a German Jew who has lived
with a guardian in London for seven years, wonders what will happen when she is reunited with her parents
and she tells them that she wants to stay in England. CURRICULUM RECOMMENDED: Suggested Use:

Librarian of Basra: a true story from Iraq, The Jeanette Winter Gr. 6 ¢2005
Summary: A picture book with mature concepts. Based on a true events. The librarian at Basra enlisted
the help of the community to save over 70 percent of the collection in the library. The library was burned in
the war and conflict that engulfed Basra, Iraq in 2003. CURRICULUM RECOMMENDED: Suggested Use:
Communicative Context & Social, Cultural, and Historical Context.

Losers’ club, The John Lekich Gr. 6-9 c2002
Summary: Alex is a secret rebel who becomes the hero to a group of so-called losers in his high school.
Suggested Use: Grade 6-9 Health.

Nose for adventure., A Richard Scrimger c2000
Summary: Alan is off to New York, where his father will meet him for some "quality" time together.
However there are some snags, though. Norbert is back. He is an alien from Jupiter who had previously
taken up residence in Alan's nose, while on a fact-fining mission to Earth. Alan had been, to say the least, an
unwilling host to Norbert, but when you're lost in New York City being chased by bad guys, you need all the
help you can get. CURRICULUM RECOMMENDED: Suggested Use: Imaginative and Literary
Context.

Peace Walker: The legend of Hiawatha and Tekananwita
C.J. Taylor c2004

Summary: Author C. J. Taylor draws upon her Mohawk heritage and versions of the story gathered from
Elders to tell the story of the Confederacy of Five Nations (which became six after European contact) and of
the peace walker, Hiawatha. Through prose and artwork, Peace Walker is the story of how peace and unity
emerged from a chaotic time when the nations suffered under Chief Atotarho. The Iroquois Confederacy was
one of the world’s great democracies, serving as a model that inspired the founders of both the United States
and Canada. CURRICULUM RECOMMENDED: Suggested Use: Social, Cultural, Historical Context.

Tale of Despereaux Kate DiCamillo c2003
Summary: The adventures of Desperaux Tilling, a small mouse of unusual talents, the princess that he
loves, the servant girl who longs to be a princess, and a devious rat determined to bring them all to ruin.
CURRICLUM RECOMMENDED: Suggested Use: Imaginative and Literary Context.

Mighty big imagining: Rachel Lynne Kositsky c2001
Summary: Their joy at gaining freedom in a safe new home is dashed when they arrive, for the land they
are given is barren, the weather frightful. Worse still, Rachel’s mother is pregnant. For a while, Rachel even
believes they were better off as slaves -- at least they were warm and didn’t go hungry.
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Despite the adverse conditions of their new life, Rachel is determined not just to survive, but to make the
most of her freedom. She wants to learn to read and write, and to help her family turn their squalid hovel
into a home. With perseverance, pluck, and the help of a native girl named Marie-Andrée, she will help
herself and her family to survive their first winter of freedom.
