	How I intend on “Hooking” my students is to post a photo of Hana Brady’s suitcase on the SMARTboard, and prompt them with such questions like: “What is this?”, “What can you tell me just by looking at this suitcase?”


	What events will help students experience and explore the enduring understandings and essential questions in the unit?  How will you equip them with needed skills and knowledge?  How will you organize and sequence the learning activities to optimize the engagement and achievement of all students?

	· Lesson One: Introduction to Unit and Novel: Page 1-7
· Method: Discussion, brainstorm, storytelling, lecture
· Lesson Intentions: to make students aware of social justice issues that has occurred to children in the past. 
· Procedure: Once motivational set is done, do a brainstorm with the students as to what the novel is about based on the picture of Hana’s Suitcase that is on the SMARTboard. Have the students take turns giving examples as to what they think the novel is about. Prompt the discussion with questions such as: when do you think this story takes place? Is it fiction or non-fiction? where do you think it takes place? Who do you think it’s about? Do you think it is about any significant part of history? Hand out novels. Go over expectations of how to take care of the novels and record the novel number with which student has it. Read Introduction of the book page 1-7. After reading intro, hand out brown duo-tangs. Get the students to write their names on them and title them “Hana’s Suitcase Response journal”. Explain the purpose of these journals that they will contain any reflections, handouts, a journal log, and pictures that pertain to this unit. Hand out the rubrics and explain the outcome. Have a brief discussion with the class on how they think this novel will fit the outcome. Next have the students write a brief response to the introduction along with 3 predictions of what they think is going to happen in the novel.
