This position is responsible for carrying out regular mechanical duties as well as working closely
and in cooperation with the Manager of Transportation Services to oversee the day-to-day
operation of the garage including the assignment of minor and major repairs to mechanics and
for maintaining quality control of all work completed by garage personnel.

This position reports directly to the Manager of Transportation Services. This position supervises
three or more full-time equivalent staff.

= Practice safe work procedures at all times.

= Service, repair, and maintain school division fleet of vehicles.

= Supervise and complete annual safety inspection of all buses in compliance with SGI

school bus and bus inspection certificate requirements.

= Operate all tools associated to duties, ensuring equipment is properly utilized, cleaned
and maintained.
Supply hand tools required to perform assigned mechanical duties.
Comply with any and all applicable Board Policies, guidelines and practices, and
legislation and regulatory requirements.
= Perform other related duties as assigned.

= Typically the required knowledge, skills and abilities are obtained through successful
completion of Grade 12 coupled with a Journeyman — Motor Mechanics Certificate.

= Must possess a Vehicle Safety Inspection Certificate

= Working knowledge of and ability to operate within Board policies and procedures.

= Ability to work independently with minimal on-site supervision demonstrating sound
judgement and decision making skills to ensure quality of work meets expected
standards.
